�1  Introduction



Sections should be numbered and named in bold, Times Roman or New Roman, 14 point.  The number and name should be aligned left in the column.

2  Fonts and Format



Use this suggested two column format. The overall body of the text should not exceed 16.5 cm (9 inches) in width, and 22.8 cm (6.5 inches) in height.  It should be centered in the page, with equal margins on the sides, and equal margins top and bottom.  Figures can be either single or dual column as shown below.  Use a 10 point font, Times Roman or New Roman, and single spacing.  We are accepting PostScript electronic submission of papers.  Introduction of any special fonts could result in extreme difficulty for setting and producing the Proceedings.  If you must use special fonts, be sure to generate the submitted PostScript document with the fonts included.  If you donít know how to do this, then donít use any special fonts.

2.1  Subsections



Subsections should be numbered like this. 

3  Equations



Number equations, such as Equation 1 and Equation 2, as shown below.

These equations were generated using the Equation Builder Tool in Word.  Other options exist, but be wary of special fonts required by some equation tools.  See notes on special fonts in Section 2.  Symbol font is a standard font, and is supported by ICMC 97. 

4  Figures



A double column figure and caption are shown in Figure 1.  It is accepted style for best readability to place double column figures at page breaks if at all possible.  Figure 2 shows a single column figure.

5  Notes on Fonts



Do not change the fonts to squeeze in more text.  This template uses Times New Roman Font.  If for some reason your version of Word does not have this font, use some form of Times Font, 10 pt. for abstract, 10 point for body, 14 bold for section headings, 12 bold for subsection headings, 18 bold for the title, and 9 or 10 point for figure captions and labels.

6  Suggestions for References



The organizers [4] request that  references look roughly like the ones below.  Paper formatting is described by Pook [1].  Barton [2][3] gives formulae for things that are really cool.  The thoughts expressed in [5] are those of the authors as well.� 











Figure 1  Captions for figures should be 10 point.  Center the caption under the figure, with appropriate margins to make it look good depending on the size of your figure.  Any text on the figures themselves should not be smaller than 9 pt.
